MEMORANDUM for Mr. Beatty:

Re: Your inguiry regarding lands at the
former Carlisle Indian School, Pa.

There is attached information regarding
the acquisition ana disposal of land at the
Carlisle Indisn School.

Wie received 294 zcres from the War Depart-
ment when the Carlisle Barracks were transferred
to this Department for Indien school purposes,
and we turned back in 1918 to the War Department
approximately 317 acres, or 288 acres more than
we received. We have made & thorough search of
the records, and based on that search the land,
as set cut in the attached memorandum, was
bought under the appropristion acts cited with
the exception of the Sanno Tract of'ﬁ? acres,
which was purchased from Charity Funds and
later deeded to the United States.

It appears therefore that there is & basis
for negotiations with the War Department since
we turned back tec them approximately 288 acres
more than we received, in addition to the new
buildings and improvements made during the time
